Similar
challenges in cooperation and management, and connected by Holozene
history (post glacial processes), including landscape management.

Site has long
experience in nature conservation, management, visitor guidance system,
cooperation with local stakeholders.

Challenge: Site has limited resources to intensify / formalize the
